Attached is the draft monitoring report for the west (and east) monitor barn parcels. Sorry about the delay in getting it together. I've been overloaded. 

The most significant problem identified in this report is that the significant problem identified in the 2011 and 2012 reports has yet to be addressed by VYCC--recreational use of ATVs by D Pratt on conserved land (and in sensitive soils). I also note the ongoing issue of incomplete plans (trail plan, property mgmt plan, forestry plan), encroachment by C. Cowles and other issue in the report.

I would appreciate the RLT board giving theses issue the attention they are due and remind the board that it has a responsibility to enforce the conservation agreement that it has entered into with VYCC and the other easement holders. 

Please feel free to contact me if you have any questions or concerns. I don't believe I will be able to attend the board meeting this Thursday as I have a workshop the same evening in Northfield.
